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1. Introduction

All applicants will sit a standard Bromsgrove entrance test. This comprises:
1. A Non-verbal Reasoning (NVR) Test
2. Mathematics test
3. English Test
4. Interview

8. Conditions

selected school, and follow all rules and guidelines that are laid down.

e Will contribute to the school by participating in performances and/or extra curriculum
exhibitions as appropriate.
